Your Past Does Not Determine 
your Future 

1. The Art of Forgetting the Past  
Paul wrote to counsel the believers in 
Philippi in Phil 3:12-17, a church that he 
started in his second missionary journey. It 
was a good church by any standard and 
his advice to them has some relevance for 
us today even in the 21st century.  Many today are imprisoned by what 
happened in their past and this can leave them crippled spiritually and 
unable to move forward in the Lord.  Some called it Post Traumatic 
Syndrome Disorder (PTSD) in its extreme condition, and it can also come in 
different forms of mental torture. This is not the will of God for us and can 
be one of Satan’s effective wiles against some. 

2. The Art of Forging Ahead 
The past does not determine our present or our future. There is a need for 
Christian to press on in our lives, and we ascend to higher ground in our faith and 
service for the Lord. Do not be content with mediocre Christianity; the problem 
with that average Christian is that he or she is just an average Christian. We must 
press on to higher ground in faith and holiness and stewardship of the Lord. 

3. The Art of Following Christ  
The Lord says in Lk 9:23, “And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, 
let him deny himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me.” The most 
important thing in life is knowing and following the right person. Following means 
commitment and obedience and total surrender too. We are not to serve self, 
but Christ and is our King and Lord. Some choose to follow big names like 
Taylor Swift, BTS, (here in Singapore this coming week ) Blackpink, others prefer 
a movie star like Jackie Chan or Stallone or even football player like 
Messi ,Ronaldo ( in the much awaited Fifa cup soon with a huge craze here ) and 
yet others, famous singers like Marrie Carey and politicians.  Instead, let us 
humbly and wholly serve the King of kings with a dedicated heart. 
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Every Christian need to move on in 
life and pray and seek the will and 
work of God in our lives and make 
sound choices that can affect our 
lives profoundly.  We are called to be 
conformed to the image of Christ. 

Life is an active, daily journey of 
surrendering old habits, trusting in God's grace, and seeking to walk in His 
ways. Let us prayerfully master this Art and Science of forgetting the past and 
forging ahead and following Christ alone. Let the Master master us first in faithful 
Discipleship. 

The Lord is coming soon, and we may not have much time left to serve Him. 

Trust God's presence, power and protection, even if we may not know exactly what 
the future holds and live right. Something to pray and think about and act up and we 
enter into the second half of 2026.
